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A nationally rare shrine where you can enter from the south side and
north side of a single shrine at the same time. Daughter of Hiruga’s
shipowner Mitsu and mineral dressing man Senkichi meet at a small
shrine as if it were fate. They become man and wife in the face of the
world and this became the origin. The shrine connects many couples,
married couples, parent and child, lovebirds and so on with the saying
“no wago (harmony) of a man and woman, no happy home.”
